Sites were chosen based on content, innovative use of medium, and the likelihood of impacting a virtual traveler’s experience.   In addition to announcing the top 10 sites in the March 17th podcast, a complete overview of winning sites will be published at www.IrishFireside.com on March 18th, 2007.

Among the sites taking top honors; www.TG4.com, Ireland’s Gaelic-speaking television station, was recognized for offering their television programs online with English subtitles. Other winners included www.Ireland360.com, showcasing 360-degree interactive panoramas of Ireland; the weekly e-zine, www.IrelandsEye.com; www.visitdublin.com/iWalks, Dublin’s downloadable walking tours; and Tourism Ireland’s My Ireland trip planning web feature.
